OBJECTIVES 
Purpose 
In order to carry out the command of Jesus, "Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you. . .” the 
members of St. Paul Lutheran Congregation of Milford Center (Chuckery) established and maintain this school.   
 
These members believe the school to be essential in carrying out God's command regarding the Christian training of their 
children.  They also want to assure themselves and their children of the blessings God has promised to those who give their 
children a Christian education. 

Philosophy of Christian Education 
God created man in His own image, making him the foremost creature of His creation.  God placed man on earth to rule over it 
and to worship and praise Him in every aspect of his life.  Man was created holy, without sin, but fell away from God into sin, 
bringing pain, sorrow, spiritual darkness, and temporal and eternal death. 

Sin separates man from God.  Every man inherits a sinful, corrupt nature and consequently commits sin himself, making him 
mortal. 

To bring man back to Himself, God gave His only son, Jesus Christ, as the sacrifice for our sins on the cross, bringing about our 
redemption.  Our salvation is dependent on the saving grace of God. It is through the Word of God and the Sacraments that the 
Holy Spirit works faith.

OBJECTIVES OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION  

ST. PAUL LUTHERAN SCHOOL HAS AS ITS MAIN OBJECTIVE , THE EDUCATION OF THE WHOLE CHILD 

SPIRITUALLY , INTELLECTUALLY , PHYSICALLY , EMOTIONALLY , SOCIALLY , AND AESTHETICALLY . 

 A. In developing SPIRITUAL potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Acquire a thorough knowledge of God and His Word. 

  2. Develop an understanding of sin and forgiveness. 

  3. Accept Jesus as his Savior through the working of the Holy Spirit. 

  4. Become a caretaker of the environment, which is God's creation. 

  5. Serve the Church through proper stewardship of time, talent, and treasure. 

 B. In developing INTELLECTUAL  potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Develop an inquiring mind, independent thinking, and desirable study and work habits. 

  2. Acquire the knowledge and skills in the elementary curriculum. 

  3. Evaluate knowledge and experience in the light of God's creation and care of the world. 

 C. In developing PHYSICAL potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Regard the body as God's creation. 

  2. Acquire physical skills and establish habits that contribute to healthy development. 

 D. In developing EMOTIONAL potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Gain self-esteem through the message of the Gospel. 

  2. Discover the help that God's Word can give to relieve emotional stress. 

  3. Express emotions in a God-pleasing manner. 

 E. In developing SOCIAL potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Lead a godly life. 

  2. Show kindness and affection to his family and associates. 

  3. Respect the authority of home, church, school, and government. 

  4. Recognize the rights, privileges, and obligations of others as well as their own. 

  5. Learn responsible behavior and serve as a useful and active citizen in his community. 

 F. In developing AESTHETIC potential, Christian education encourages and instructs the child to: 

  1. Know that God has created man with artistic ability in varying degrees. 

  2. Understand that all of man's creative efforts are to be used for God's Glory. 

  3. Be aware of the beauty that exists in daily living. 

  4. Grow in the ability to handle art media and method. 

  5. Use art interests and activities to enrich work, worship, and leisure time. 

  6. Know that music is a gift from God to be used to praise and glorify Him. 

  7. Develop an awareness of timbre, pitch, rhythm, form design, and structure in music. 

  8. Experience music that can be enriching, rewarding, and satisfying. 
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  9. Know that music is for life, to be enjoyed and used. 

 G. CONCLUSIONS 
  In order to achieve these objectives, it is necessary: 

  1. That we earnestly pray for our children and their families. 

  2. That God's Word is upheld in the home and school. 

  3. That the family appreciates the importance of participation in the activities of the congregation of which the school is 
merely an extension. 

  4. That teachers and parents serve as Christian examples for the children. 

  5. That Christian love and forgiveness prevail at all times. 

  6. That love for the Savior motivates all of our thoughts, words, and deeds. 

  7. That the home, school, and church cooperate and communicate with one another. 

  8. That St. Paul Congregation continues to support its school by words, deeds, and prayer. 

ADMINISTERING CHRISTIAN EDUCATION  
The Board of Christian Education, elected by the Voter's Assembly, is the controlling authority in the operational procedures of 
Christian education at St. Paul Lutheran School. 
 
The Board of Christian Education maintains cooperative relations with the individual school-related agencies, educational 
organizations, Voters' Assembly, Church Council, the whole Congregation, and the community.  The Board promotes the cause 
of Christian Education in all its phases within the congregation.  It attempts to strengthen the Christian home and help equip 
parents, children, and young people for Christian family living. 
 
The Principal of the school acts as the executive director of the school.  With the help of the faculty, the principal, suggests 
changes and policies and administers the policies and wishes of the Board of Christian Education. 

INSTRUCTION AND REPORTS TO PARENTS 
Curriculum 
The curriculum and course of study is based on A Curriculum Guide for Lutheran Elementary Schools and the Ohio Department 
of Education Standards for Education.  Textbooks are the same as those found in public or private schools. 
 
To meet the aims and purposes of our school, the chief subject is RELIGION.  A well-integrated course of Bible history, doctrine, 
and memory work is required of every student.  All children participate in regular morning devotions and the weekly Wednesday 
morning chapel services. 
 
The areas of learning are: 
 
RELIGION:  Bible Study, Memory Work, Worship, Prayer, and Study of Christian Doctrine 
 
LANGUAGE ARTS :  Reading, Literature, Spelling, English, Creative Writing, Handwriting, Phonics, Library Skills, etc. 
 
SOCIAL STUDIES:  Geography, History, Citizenship, and Current Events 
 
MATHEMATICS:  All concepts in Elementary Math 
 
SCIENCE:  General Science with units in Life Science, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, and Health. 
 
FINE ARTS:  Music Education, Choir (Praisemakers), Art Education 
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION :  Skills for various sports and physical fitness activities, rhythmic activities and games 

Church and Sunday School Attendance 
Consistent with the principles for which St. Paul Lutheran School was established, all pupils should attend Church and Sunday 
School each Sunday.  This is expected inasmuch as Church and Sunday School are the normal extension of the school program 
in the lives of the children at St. Paul's. 
 
In the event that a child is not enrolled in a Sunday School or the parents do not attend or hold membership in a church, we invite 
these and others to attend St. Paul Lutheran Church services.  The Pastor holds classes regularly explaining the teachings of the 
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod.  You are cordially invited to attend.  The Pastor or Principal of St. Paul's would be happy to 
discuss this with you. 
 
The Worship Schedule for St. Paul Lutheran Church is as follows: 
 
 Contemporary Worship (1st Sunday of the month only) 8:00 A.M. 
 Sunday School and Bible Class  9:00 A.M. 
 Sunday Morning Worship Service (every week) 10:00 A.M. 

Children's Worship Services 
Every Wednesday morning a special children's worship service is held.  The children learn from experience how to conduct 
themselves in the House of God.  Efforts are made to have the children take an active part in the service.  The message 
endeavors to emphasize some practical lesson in Christianity which the children can apply to their daily lives. 
 
The children's chapel offering is directed to missions, charitable institutions, and other church-related organizations 
 
Parents are invited and urged to attend our Wednesday morning chapel services which begin at 8:25 a.m. 

School Attendance 
Parents are asked to cooperate with the school by seeing to it that children attend regularly.  A written excuse stating the reason 
for the child's absence or tardiness must be given to the teacher immediately upon the child's return to school.  These written 
excuses must be kept on file at the school throughout the year by state law. 
 
Continuity in the learning process is seriously disrupted by excessive absences.  In most situations the work missed cannot be 
made up adequately.  Students who have good attendance generally achieve higher grades and enjoy school more.  For these 
reasons we feel that a student must satisfy two basic requirements in order to earn class credits. 
 
 1. Satisfy academic requirements 
 2. Satisfy attendance requirements 
 
Students in Kindergarten through 7th grade will be subject to loss of credit when the student exceeds twenty (20) absences (10 
for kindergarten), unless tutoring is obtained at parent expense.  If, the absences accumulating to 21 are caused by what the 
Principal considers extenuating circumstances, the student and parent may file a formal appeal that will be reviewed by the Board 
of Education.  If any absences for a course are unexcused absences and/or tardiness, an appeal for an extension will generally 
not receive consideration.  An appeal must be filed within seven (7) days after the student has been notified of reaching the limit. 
 
The following reasons for excused absence are established by state law and by regulations of the Ohio Department of Education. 
 
 1. Personal illness of the student (doctor's excuse may be required by the school for every absence over 3 days). 

 2. Quarantine of the home by local health officials. 

 3. Death of a relative (limited to three days unless reasonable cause can be shown for a longer absence). 
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 4. Work at home subject to the following restrictions: 
 a. Emergency situation 
 b. Regular school attendance record 
 c. Good academic standing 
 
Ohio Law requires schools to contact parents when a student is absent from school each day .  The intent of the law is to notify 
parents as soon as possible that their child is not in school in case of kidnapping, truancy, or other dangerous situations a child 
may encounter on the way to school.  The purpose is good; however, you can help the staff by doing the following: 
 
 1. Call the school, (937) 349-5939, prior to 8:20 a.m. giving the name of the child and reason for the absence. 
 2. Send a written note to school with your child when he/she returns to regular classes.  This has been an Ohio Law for 

many years. 
 
The following schedule for absences was approved by the Board of Christian Education in 1993: 
 

 1. arriving after 8:20 but before 9:00 - student will be marked tardy 
 2. arriving after 9:00 but before 10:00 - student will be absent 1/4 day 

3. arriving after 10:00 or leaving before 1:15 p.m. – student will be absent 1/2 day. 
 4. leaving 1:15 - 2:15 - student absent 1/4 day. 

Tardiness 
Classes start at 8:20 a.m.  Anyone arriving later than 8:20 a.m. is considered tardy.  Board Policy states that 4 or more tardies in 
one quarter requires school board intervention. 

Leaving School Grounds 
Students, who, for good reasons other than emergencies, need to leave the school grounds during any time of the day, must 
have the permission of a parent as well as the permission of the respective classroom teacher. 
 
Whenever such permission has been granted, full responsibility then rests with the pupil and parents. 

Illness 
To minimize the danger of spreading disease, parents are asked to keep their children home if they have bad colds or other 
infections.  A child with a temperature of over 99.6‘should not attend school until it becomes normal (98.6‘). 
 
Emergency Medical Forms are on file.  If your child does become ill during the school day, the teacher will contact whoever is 
listed on the Emergency Medical form so that the child may be taken home. 

Dispensing of Medication 
Teachers are prohibited by state law from dispensing medicine of any kind to the school children without authorization.  If a child 
is to bring medication to school, he/she should leave it with the teacher along with a note from the parents or doctor describing 
dosage, time of dispensing, and type of medication.  Medications must be in original container. 
 
Medication includes the following: prescription medicine, aspirin or Tylenol, cough medicine or throat lozenges, or aspergum. 

First Aid Policy 
School personnel have the authority to provide emergency care to sick or injured pupils.  In case of an emergency, parents or 
guardians will be notified.  Therefore, it is important that the emergency forms be kept accurate and up-to-date.  If the parent or 
guardian cannot be reached and emergency medical treatment is necessary, the physician listed on the Emergency Medical form 
will be notified. 
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Change of Address or Telephone # 
The need for a close contact between school and home is important and an accurate and up-to-date address list and current 
telephone numbers of all parents are necessary.  Parents are urged to notify the school office of changes in address and 
telephone numbers as soon as possible. 

Inclement Weather 
In the winter, school may be canceled due to snow or icy conditions.  The decision to close school is made early in the morning 
and announced on Channels 4 and 10 and radio station WTVN (610 AM).  Because St. Paul is in the Fairbanks School District, 
listen for Fairbanks's cancellation.  If they're canceled, so are we.  St. Paul will not be mentioned by name.  (There is already a St. 
Paul Lutheran School in German Village.) 

Fog Delay 
Listen to those stations previously stated for information on fog delays. 

Home and School Cooperation 
Home and school must cooperate if the child is to progress satisfactorily.  Parents may visit school so that they may see their child 
in an everyday school situation.  Good understanding between parents and teachers is thereby promoted.  All visitors should 
make an appointment ahead of visitation and stay not longer than 30 minutes. 
 
If you have problems that you wish to discuss with the teacher, you and the teacher can arrange a conference at a mutually 
convenient time.  Please feel free to ask for conferences whenever you feel they're necessary.  After school, rather than in the 
morning, is usually a better time to schedule these conferences. 
 
In following the guidelines of Matthew 18:15-17, first meet with your child's teacher.  If you are still not satisfied with that response, 
invite the Principal to meet with you and the teacher.  In extreme cases, refer the problem to the Board of Education. 

Grade Reports to Parents 
Reporting to parents is made by the report card issued each quarter.  Progress reports are also sent at mid-term during each 
quarter.  Parents are encouraged to discuss the progress of their child with the teacher at any time that is mutually convenient.  
There is a parent/teacher conference for everyone following the first and third quarters.  Teacher and parents are urged to consult 
with each other as soon as learning difficulties appear. 
 
Children who do not reach a satisfactory level of achievement will be retained.  Notification to the parents will be made by early 
April and an appointment set between parent and teacher.

Fire Drills and Tornado Drills 
Ten fire drills are conducted each school year for the prevention of injury. It is necessary that all students comply with the 
following rules: 

 1. When the alarm sounds, all talking ceases. 

 2. Leave the room in silence, walking at a normal pace. 

 3. Everyone must leave the building and in an orderly manner and proceed to a designated area. 

 4. Teachers will take their grade book to ascertain if all are present. 

 5. Remain outside until the Principal advises you to return to the classroom. 

 6. Return immediately and quietly to your classroom. 
 
Tornado drills will be conducted during the months of April and May.  Students will proceed quietly to their designated place in the 
school for this drill and sit in the appropriate tornado drill manner, as practiced. 

Fire, Tornado, Tornado Warnings, and Disaster 
In case of fire, tornado, tornado warnings, or any disaster, children will remain at the school under the supervision of their teacher 
until released directly to the parent or guardian of the child. 

COMMUNICATION  
Newsletter 
A school newsletter is sent home with the students every Friday.  This newsletter is an attempt to communicate events at school 
as well as to inform parents of upcoming events. 
 
Parents are encouraged to look for these newsletters and to read them thoroughly so as to be well informed on matters pertaining 
to school.  At various times, congregational events or opportunities will also appear in this newsletter. 

Church Newsletter 
In an attempt to keep St. Paul Lutheran Congregation and St. Paul School families informed as to the events of the school, the 
"Principal's Page" is a monthly regular newsletter page.  Although some of the weekly newsletter information may be summarized 
on this page, there may be new information about upcoming events; therefore, it is important to read the "Principal's Page" also. 
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Home Visits 
The teachers will visit the homes of the new children in their class prior to the opening of the school.  This enables the teacher to 
view the child in the home setting and helps the teacher become better acquainted with parents and child and vice-versa. 

HOT LUNCH PROGRAM  
St. Paul Lutheran School serves a Type-A Hot Lunch during a supervised lunch period.  Free and Reduced meals are available to 
those families that wish to apply and qualify.  Application forms are sent home with each student at the beginning of the school 
year. 
 
Lunches are currently $1.75.  Parents are billed on the 5th of each month for lunches and/or extra milk and juice taken. Checks 
should be made payable to St. Paul Lunch Fund. A late fee is charged for late payment after the 20th of the month. 

AWARDS 
Attendance Awards 
At the end of the year Perfect Attendance Awards are given to students who have not missed any days of school or any Sundays 
of church worship. 
 
Faithful Attendance Awards are given to students who miss three or fewer days of school and/or three or fewer Sundays of 
church worship during the school year.  Church worship is defined as a worship service conducted by a pastor or worship leader, 
excluding radio, TV, or home services. 

Honor Roll 
Students in grades 5-7 are eligible to be on the Honor Roll.  To be on the "Distinction Honor Roll," the student must have between 
a 3.6 and 4.0 average.  In order to be on the “Merit Honor Roll”, the student must have an average of 3.2 - 3.5.  “Honorable 
Mention” is given to students with a 3.0 – 3.1 average.  Grades will be averaged from the various academic subject areas that are 
graded with a letter grade (A, B, C, D, F) to determine eligibility for the honor roll. 

Presidential Academic Fitness Awards 
St. Paul Lutheran School participates in the awarding of the Presidential Academic Fitness Award.  Students in grade 7 that have 
maintained a B+ or above average for the past 4 years in addition to scoring at or above the 90th percentile on the Stanford 
Achievement Tests will receive this award.  A plaque with students’ names hangs in the school hallway. 

Presidential Physical Fitness Awards 
Students in grades 5-7 have the opportunity to achieve the Presidential Physical Fitness Awards.  Through testing in 5 different 
areas - endurance, agility, strength, flexibility, and overall fitness - students are able to earn special sew-on patches.  Seventh 
graders strive for the honor of having his/her name on a plaque which hangs in the school hallway. 

Geography Bee 
St. Paul Lutheran School participates in the National Geography Bee.  Ten finalists are chosen by either an oral bee or written 
test from grades 4 through 7.  The ten then follow the National Geography Bee rules for choosing the school champion.  The 
school champion then takes a written test and is submitted to the state for eligibility in the state finals. 

Handwriting Award 
St. Paul Lutheran School participates in the National Handwriting Contest sponsored by the Zaner Bloser Company.  A 
classroom winner is chosen from samples that students in grades 1 through 7 submit.  The handwriting samples are sent to 
the Zaner Bloser Company for judging.  Award certificates and prizes are given to the classroom winners. 

Miscellaneous Awards 
Students in all grades are eligible for various classroom awards that may be given throughout the school year. 
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STUDENT ACTIVITIES AND SERVICES 
Choir (Praisemakers) 
Each student attending St. Paul Lutheran School will receive instruction in singing and music.  In addition, a special school choir 
learns choral singing.  Members of the choir are from grades 1 - 7.  The choir sings at church services at St. Paul's once a month, 
represents the school at special occasions, and gives interested children more specialized training in choral singing.  Each child 
who participates in the choir receives a certificate and a small gift at a party at the end of each year. 

Field Trips 
The planning of field trips is at the discretion of each classroom teacher, and there are a variety of field trips planned each year.  
All field trips are approved by the principal and each classroom is encouraged to plan one or two each year.  (Kindergarten plans 
at least 4 field trips each year.)  Field trips are well-chaperoned with parent participation. 

In order for a child to accompany his/her class on a field trip, a permission slip must be signed by a parent or guardian and 
returned to the child's teacher before the day of the trip. 

Field trips are considered to be part of the school curriculum; therefore, all students are expected to participate. 

Fit Family Activities 
The physical education teacher organizes activities (monthly or quarterly) for the entire family to participate in.  Some activities 
include swimming, bowling, and a special form of “The Amazing Race.”  The goal is to keep FIT with lots of FUN! 

After-School Sports Club 
Once a week grades 4-7 can participate in a six-week program to play sports after school until 4 p.m.  This program is under 
the direction of the physical education teacher. 

Science Club 
Grades 3-7 may participate in a once-a-month activity designed to fascinate and energize the love of science.  The activities 
take place after school with one or two parent activities planned for evening participation.  Science is FUN! 

Volunteers 
The staff welcomes volunteers who are willing to give of their time and talents.  This could be in the form of field trip drivers, 
costume sewers, classroom aides, etc.  Parents should feel free to ask their child's teacher how they can serve. 

Student Pictures 
Traditional student pictures are taken in the fall of each year by a reputable photographer.  Casual pictures are taken in the spring 
with an option to purchase only those that you want.  The school offers a yearbook at no cost to a student which is passed out in 
the fall of the following year. 

Library 
The school library is opened one morning during the week for grades K through 7 to check out books.  No book is to leave the 
library unless properly checked out.  Library fines are assessed for late return of books with money going back into the library for 
supplies and books. 
 
Damaged or lost books: Students who damage or lose a book will be held responsible and will be expected to replace the book. 

Class Trip 
Fifth, sixth, and seventh graders go on a 3-day, 2-night class trip in May.  This is done on a three year cycle.  Parents are 
encouraged to go also as chaperones and spend quality time with their child.  Fundraising is used for the trip cost for students 
and chaperones. 
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Environmental Education 
Students in grades 5-7 participate in a 3-day, 2-night camp at Lutheran Memorial Camp near Mt. Gilead, OH.  This experience 
helps students become involved with composting, stream studies, forest life, Ohio history, “critter” identification, and much 
more.  Camp scholarships are available.  This is done also on a three year cycle. 

Christmas Program 
St. Paul Lutheran School does not present an all-school Christmas program as we hope that each of the students will participate 
in their own church-sponsored Christmas program.  Students without church affiliation are welcome to participate with St. Paul’s 
Sunday School Christmas program. 

Science Fair 
Grades 5 - 7 participate in the annual Science Fair in March.  Fifth and sixth graders who receive “Superior” ratings are eligible to 
participate at the District competition at the OSU-Marion campus.  Seventh graders with “Superior” ratings are eligible to 
participate at the District and State competitions. 

Athletic Program 
An interscholastic sports program for our 7th grade students is provided by  
St. John's Lutheran School, Marysville.  Our athletes are included in their soccer, volleyball, basketball, track, and cheerleading 
programs.  The St. Paul CEA pays $25 per participating St. Paul student to St. John’s to help offset expenses incurred by them on 
our behalf.  Parents of students playing in these sports are encouraged to donate $25 to St. Paul CEA as a reimbursement to our 
CEA. 
 

Eligibility:  To be eligible to play on St. John's teams, the student will maintain the same requirements as St. John's students 
according to the Athletic Booklet of St. John's Lutheran School. 

Spring Musical and Graduation 
A musical is presented during the school year.  The date is determined at the beginning of the school year by the staff and school 
boards.  All students are encouraged to participate.  Graduation is held during the Sunday morning church service at the end of 
the school year.  A church/school picnic is held after it with a meal served and games and treats in the afternoon. 

RULES FOR PROPER BEHAVIOR  
School Rules 
The following rules apply to all students on school property whether in the building or on the playground: 
 
  1. Walk on the right side of the hallway. 

  2. Use a quiet voice in the school. 

  3. No toys are allowed to be brought to school unless the teacher announces that it's a special "sharing" time.  No 
playground or athletic equipment should be brought to school without teacher permission. 

4. Respect school property and the property of others. 

  5. Listen to all in authority--adults. 

  6. No running in the hallways. 

  7. No gum or candy unless provided by staff for a special treat. 

  8. No snowballs aimed at students or overly aggressive games will be allowed. 

  9. No cheating or fighting. 

 10. No bad language of any type is allowed. 
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Bus Rules 
 1. Parents and pupils must assume that school bus transportation is a privilege to the student, not a right. 

 2. Pupils will ride their assigned bus from home to school and back unless a written request asking permission to be let off 
the bus at some other stop is presented to the bus driver and signed by the parents.  Parents will assume the 
responsibility of the child when such a request is made and granted.  It is not the practice of the teacher to write such a 
note when the parent forgets to send one. 

 3. Parents will be responsible for any damage to a bus by their children. 

 4. Eating and littering are not permitted on buses. 

 5. Noise on a bus shall be kept to a minimum at all times to assure the safety of operation. 

 6. Absolute quiet must be maintained at railroad crossings or other danger areas. 

 7. Nothing shall be thrown out of the bus or held so that it extends out the window. 

 8. Disorderly conduct or refusal to submit to the authority of the driver shall be sufficient reason for refusing transportation 
service to any pupil.  When it becomes necessary to refuse pupil transportation due to misconduct, the Principal shall 
notify the parents of such refusal with a full explanation of this action. 

Bus Discipline 
The bus driver has the authority and responsibility to enforce the bus regulations and shall report to the principal any student who 
refused to obey these regulations.  The driver or principal may give the student a bus discipline slip.  The student must take the 
slip home and the slip must be signed by his/her parents for him/her to ride the bus the next day. 
 
After the third offense, the student will lose his/her bus privileges for a period of three to five days.  A conference will be held with 
the parents to make sure these offenses discontinue.  If repeated offenses occur, the student may lose his/her privileges for a 
longer period of time. 

Telephone Usage 
The use of the telephone by the students will be limited to extreme emergencies only with the permission of the teacher or 
principal.  Parents needing to call their children during the school day are asked to leave the message with the secretary or 
principal who will convey the message to the child.  Students will have access to the telephone following extracurricular activities 
when making arrangements for transportation home. 

Damages to Property 
Students will be required to reimburse the school for the loss of, as well as for damage to, books or other school equipment 
caused by carelessness. 

Personal Appearance 
Both boys and girls are expected to use good Christian judgment in their dress and personal appearance.  Use of cosmetics is to 
be minimal. 
 

Coats, etc.:  Students are expected to go outside during cold weather; therefore, appropriate clothing for the weather is 
encouraged. 
 

Tops:  Shirts or tops with inappropriate writing or pictures are prohibited.  Halter-tops, backless or midriff-showing tops, and tops 
with spaghetti straps are not to be worn at school. 
 

Pants:  Students should refrain from wearing fringed jeans and jeans with holes.  Neatly patched pants can be permissible.  
Shorts during hot weather should be appropriate length. 
 

Shoes/Socks:  All students will wear a sneaker-type tie (or Velcro) shoe or loafer, with socks, year-round.  No sandals or open 
shoes. 
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Discipline 
Teachers will work with children in accordance with the teachings and philosophy of Jesus Christ.  Teachers will tolerate actions 
acceptable for certain levels of growth, channel actions when necessary, and finally, stop any bad behavior or conduct that 
interferes with the learning activities or safety of the child or children.  The children will be taught to understand that for Christian 
living it is necessary to love one another, serve one another, and respect one another's rights and privileges. 
 

In enforcing discipline, the teacher is guided by God's Word.  Each classroom has its own set of rules in addition to the rules laid 
down by the school.  If the teacher is unable to obtain good conduct from a pupil, she will report such disobedience to the 
principal.  The principal will attempt to correct the situation.  The first visit to the principal will result in a warning to the student.  
The student will be given the opportunity to remedy the situation.  The second visit to the principal will result in sending a 
misconduct report form home informing the parents of the infraction.  A conference with the parent may be suggested or 
recommended.  The third visit to the principal could result in "in-house" suspension.  The length of the suspension will be directly 
related to the seriousness and frequency of the offense.  Suspension is an extreme measure used only in cases of a serious 
nature. 

Ohio Law 
Ohio Law and our school policy prohibit smoking and possession, use and/or selling of alcoholic beverages or narcotics by a 
student on the school premises.  Possession or use of objects capable of causing harm or injury to other students (guns, knives, 
etc.) is prohibited.  Suspension is immediate, and the procedure for expulsion could be recommended.  The right of due process 
is afforded any student at this time.  No student will be expelled unless approved by the St. Paul Lutheran School Board of 
Christian Education after due process procedures have been followed. 

Bullying Policy 
 1. St. Paul Lutheran School supports a secure environment, conducive to teaching and learning in an environment free 

from threat, harassment and any type of bullying behavior. 
 

 2. Bullying is defined as “any written or verbal expression, or physical act or gesture, or pattern thereof, that is intended to 
cause distress upon one or more students in the school, on school grounds, or at school activities or sanctioned event. 

 

 3. Students who engage in any act of bullying are subject to appropriate disciplinary action, which may include suspension, 
expulsion and/or referral to law enforcement authorities.  The severity and pattern, if any, of the bullying shall be taken 
into consideration when disciplinary decisions are made. 

ENROLLMENT POLICY  
Admission 
St. Paul Lutheran School is a Christian Day School for the children of members of St. Paul Lutheran Church, and as space is 
available, for the children of non-member parents interested in securing a Christian Education for their children.  It is understood 
that children of non-members are to participate in the total curriculum of the school, including the memorizing of Bible passages, 
hymns, and the study of Christian doctrine as drawn from the Bible and Lutheran Confessions. 
 
St. Paul Lutheran School admits students of any race, color, national or ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, and 
activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, 
national or ethnic origin in administration of its educational policies, admission policies, scholarship and loan programs, athletic, 
and other school-administered programs. 
 
St. Paul's reserves the right to test all pupils that are new enrollees, and to recommend to the parents in which grade their child 
should be placed.  This testing will take place at St. Paul's prior to the beginning of the new school year or before being admitted 
during the school year. 
 
St. Paul's also reserves the right to refuse admission or re-enrollment because of learning disabilities, limited achievement, or 
behavioral and emotional problems which cannot be properly cared for by our school. 
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St. Paul Lutheran School abides by state law for age requirements.  Kindergarten children must be 5 years old before September 
30 of that same year. 

Physical Examinations and Immunizations 
It is the policy of St. Paul Lutheran School that every student should have a physical examination when they enter kindergarten.  If 
a student transfers to St. Paul's, physical exams will be honored provided the child had the examination in accordance with the 
recommended schedule.  A report of this examination is to be on file in the Cumulative Health Record maintained for each student 
at school. 
 
As prescribed by Ohio State Law, all children of attendance age must present satisfactory evidence of immunization against polio, 
diphtheria (tetanus and Pertussis may be included in the vaccine administered - DPT), mumps, measles, and rubella (MMR), and 
hepatitis B. 
 
State law requires that all children either be immunized or exempted from immunization against the above diseases within one 
month of attending school.  Those not immunized should not be allowed to attend until they have complied with the law. 
 
A child shall be exempted from the immunization requirements of this regulation upon certification by a licensed physician that 
such immunizations would seriously endanger the child's health or life.  Also, the law providing for this regulation shall not apply to 
any child if one parent or guardian objects in writing to the school administrator against the immunization of the child. 
 
Your principal is mandated by Ohio State Law to report to the Division of Public Health the name of any parent or guardian who 
neglects or refuses to permit a non-exempted child to be immunized as required by the rules and regulations and must maintain a 
current valid list of delinquent names and addresses of parents or guardian for use in audit activities. 

Financial Fees 
An annual Registration Fee is charged each student enrolling or re-enrolling in our school.  This fee helps cover the cost of some 
textbooks, workbooks, library books, paper products, and furniture, as well as the music and art program.  This fee is non-
refundable, with the exception of a family moving out of the district before October 1 of the school year.  Checks should be made 
payable to St. Paul Lutheran School. 
 
A Tuition charge is made for all students enrolled in kindergarten, with member families receiving a reduced rate.  Tuition is 
charged to all non-members for grades 1-7.  The S.M.A.R.T. tuition management service handles all monthly tuition payments.   
For those families wishing to pay the tuition in one lump sum by August 1, a 5% discount is given.   For further information call the 
school. 
 
Each mother and/or father is also expected to work in the school cafeteria.  For kindergarten parents this equates to about 2 or 3 
times a year.  For other school parents it's approximately 4 or 5 times a year.  A payment is to be made to hire the school cook to 
work in your place if you cannot fulfill this obligation ($35.00 minimum).  Parents are billed monthly for lunches and milks for their 
child (ren).  A July 1 deadline for all fees to be paid has been adopted.  Failure to comply may jeopardize the student’s place in 
the classroom. 

Supplies 
In grades 1-7 each child is to supply their own miscellaneous supplies such as pencils, paper, crayons, scissors, etc.  A supply list 
can be found on pages 24 and 25.  All basic kindergarten supplies are provided. 

Enrollment in First Grade 
All students enrolling in Grade 1 must have satisfactorily completed kindergarten prior to enrollment at St. Paul's. 
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SUPPLY L IST 
Kindergarten – Mrs. Chris Dellinger 
All basic school supplies are furnished by the school for the Kindergarten class.  However, we ask each student to label and bring 
the following on the first day of the students’ mini-visit. 

1. One large tote bag without zippers, strings, ties, buckles, or snaps.  It should be open at the top; after Christmas 
students may bring the traditional book bag, if desired.  Can be purchased at Wal-mart or most craft stores.
